International students applying for admissions to Life University must meet the first-time freshman or transfer student admissions criteria. 

Application Deadline:  International students are strongly encouraged  submit a complete application and all necessary documents to Enrollment Services no later than 90 days prior to the beginning of the quarter in which they choose to enroll. Students submitting applications later than specified above may have to postpone enrollment for at least one quarter.

International Students (F-1) must also submit the following:

· A Completed Life University application
· Application fee of $50 in U.S. dollars payable via a US credit card or cashier's check from a bank in the United States (do not send cash)
· International transcripts must be translated and evaluated by one of the following evaluation agencies. 
· Some Canadian universities do not need to be evaluated by an evaluation agency.

Please Note: The cost of the translation and evaluation is the applicant's responsibility.
English Language Proficiency Exam:
· TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) scores are mandatory for most international students. The University TOEFL code is 5358. A score of a 500 or higher, 173 or higher on the computer based TOEFL or 61 or higher on the internet based are acceptable for admission 

· IELTS (International English Language Testing System) Applicants may also be accepted with a minimum score of 5.5. 

· Applicants from the following country are exempt from the English language proficiency exam:  Australia, Bahamas, Barbados, some parts of Canada, Dominica, Ghana, Guyana, Ireland, Jamaica, Liberia, New Zealand, Sierre Leone, Tobago, Trinidad, United Kingdom, or Zimbabwe. 
· Students who have received a four year degree from the United States are also exempt from the TOEFL or IELTS. 
Additional Assessment Tests:

· SAT or ACT scores - The SAT or ACT will be waived for some international students if there is evidence the test is not offered in the student's country. However, these students will be required to take the test during the first quarter they are enrolled at Life University.

Financial Responsibility

U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) requires international students to show the university evidence of adequate financial resources. 

· The student must provide a recent financial statement along with a signed and sealed affidavit translated into US Dollars from a bank or financial institution proving the first year of tuition, fees and living expenses. 
· The financial statement which totals the needed amount may come from personal funds, family funds, scholarships*, loans or on-campus work. * A copy of the award letter stating source of scholarship and award amount is must be submitted to the Office of Enrollment Services.
· Please Note: The financial statement and affidavit can only be accepted as early as 6 months prior to matriculation.
·  A financial statement showing proof of funds is required for each program of study. 
Transfer Students
· Students from another school within the United States must furnish a copy of the student’s current I-20 along with a completed Transfer Eligibility Form.
